· Incident: Notify Principal Investigator and EH&S as soon as possible and complete incident reports






Field Equipment and Supplies:
· Include all necessary personal protective equipment
· Ensure all equipment is inspected and in working order on a regular basis
· Provide training for operating equipment

Field Hazard Identification and Safety Measures:

	Hazard
	Description
	Potential Risks
	Required Safety Measures

	1. Weather Conditions
	Extreme heat, cold, rain, storms
	Heat exhaustion, hypothermia, injuries
	- Monitor weather forecasts
- Dress appropriately
- Carry water and sun protection

	2. Wildlife Encounters
	Animals (bears, snakes, insects)
	Bites, stings, allergic reactions
	- Educate on local wildlife
- Carry first aid for bites/stings
- Maintain distance from wildlife

	3. Terrain Hazards
	Uneven ground, cliffs, water bodies
	Falls, drowning, sprains
	- Wear appropriate footwear
- Use handrails where available
- Stay within designated paths

	4. Transportation Risks
	Vehicle accidents, public transport
	Injuries from collisions
	- Seat belts mandatory
- Follow traffic laws
- Use licensed drivers

	5. Equipment
	Equipment failure 
	Injuries, damage to equipment
	- Always check equipment before use - do not assume it has already been checked
-Do not use equipment that is damaged or found to be faulty
-Ensure that any built in safety devices are operating correctly

	6. Health Risks
	Allergies, pre-existing conditions
	Medical emergencies
	- Collect health information prior to trip
- Carry necessary medications
-Vaccinations and prophylactic medications
-Carry or purify safe drinking water
- Have a first aid kit available

	7. Cultural and Legal Risks
	Local laws, customs, language barriers
	Offense to local culture, legal issues
	- Educate on local customs and laws
- Provide translation resources
-Stay informed of local security conditions
-Avoid high risk areas

	8. Environmental Hazards
	Pollution, hazardous materials
	Respiratory issues, skin irritation
	- Use personal protective equipment (PPE)
- Avoid contact with hazardous materials

	9. Emergency Situations
	Natural disasters, accidents, civil unrest
	Injuries, panic
	- Follow local authorities’ instructions
-Notify Columbia Public Safety immediately
- Designate meeting points
-Carry GPS, maps, emergency supplies

	10. Medical Evacuation
	Evacuation by helicopter or air ambulance
	Injuries
	-Contact International SOS and nearest hospital
